2-3’s Session Information Sheet

The 2-3’s session is an integral part of the Pre-school, providing a stepping stone into the full Pre-school.  It is a structured session giving the opportunity for children to work within the principles set out for the Early Years Foundation Stage.  Parents/Carers are asked to stay with their children so that they can take part in the activities and get to know the staff and building.

Our aim is to encourage the children to learn through play, by extending and supporting their spontaneous play within our secure environment. With effective adult support children can explore, develop and gain learning experiences that help them to make sense of the world around them. We would like you to encourage your child to be as independent as possible during the session, to enable them to develop their skills further. They will learn how to control impulses and understand the need for rules.  We aim to provide an atmosphere of mutual respect between staff, parents and children.
In order to make the 2-3’s session effective, we need Parents/Carers to help in the following ways:

· Try to arrive promptly for the start of each session.

· Supervise your child at all times and ensure that equipment is used properly and safely.

· Encourage children to stay seated during snack time, to ensure the safety of both staff and children whilst equipment is rearranged.

· Be sensitive if it becomes necessary to discipline your child.

· Older brothers and sisters should not attend to prevent possible disruption.

· Children who are off-sick from school should not be brought along to this session.

It is our aim to develop an effective partnership with Parents/Carers to create a positive and friendly environment in which we can share knowledge and expertise and make the sessions enjoyable for all.
